 The most common violations over the last few weeks include insubordination, the use of offensive 

language around and toward other students, and general classroom/school disruption. Teachers have been 

instructed to contact parents directly if any of these issues occur, especially if the issues occur regularly. 

Administrative staff will contact parents if more serious infractions occur. 

 

 Please speak with your students about their behavior and remind them that we expect them to act in a 

respectful manner toward staff, guests, and one another. Failure to abide by the Atlanta Public Schools code of 

conduct may result in disciplinary actions up to and including brief time outs in the reset room, detention, in-

school-suspension (ISS), out-of-school suspension (OSS), and/or losing the opportunity to participate in end of 

year activities.
