The United States Army's Junior Reserve Officers' Training Corps (JROTC) is designed to teach high school students the importance of good character, leadership, citizenship and service to the community.  The JROTC program strives to instill personal responsibility and accountability, a sense of accomplishment and positive self-esteem, teamwork and self-discipline by providing instruction in leadership development and rewarding opportunities that will benefit the student, the community, and the nation.  The Army Values of Loyalty, Duty, Respect, Selfless Service, Honor, Integrity, and Personal Courage
This syllabus applies to all students enrolled in the JROTC program here at The B.E.S.T. Academy where we have an early college focus, a stimulus for promoting graduation from high school which is reflected in the JROTC mission statement, "To motivate young people to become better citizens."  The Eagle Battalion prepares high school students for responsible leadership roles while making them aware of their rights, responsibilities, and privileges as American citizens.

·  Hold a JROTC Command or Staff leadership position

JROTC PROGRAM OF EXCELLENCE (JPE):
We have accreditation process entitled the JROTC Program for Accreditation (JPA), most recently earned in February 2019.  Our “Honor Unit with Distinction” rating (achieving 95 percent or better) will remain in effect until we have our next official JROTC Program for Accreditation (JPA).  All members of the JROTC program affect our performance and ratings directly or indirectly.
COURSE REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL CADETS:
All prospective cadets will read and complete the contractual agreements at Enclosure 1 of this syllabus in order to remain enrolled in the JROTC along with an agreement from their parent(s)/guardian(s).
· Cadets can improve their grades by fully participating in other voluntary events such as the Junior Achievement, drill competitions, and / or other community or service learning related projects; the JROTC Program for Accreditation (JPA), Veterans Day parage, Cadet Challenge, Service Learning Project, Military Ball, Fundraising and Awards Day.  
CLASS REQUIREMENTS:
1) Classroom Standards of Behavior 
“Cadet-led programs founded upon standards and discipline shine the brightest!”

Whether ONLINE/VIRTUAL or in the building, all cadets are expected to use military bearing and maintain their cadet behavior. It is important that even online, we continue to use self-control, self-discipline, and display proper respectful behavior and military bearing.  If online/virtual, every cadet is expected to;  
· ACTIVATE VIDEO CAMERA to be visible to the instructor and dressed appropriately. 
· Address all Instructors by their rank, i.e., Lieutenant Colonel Robinson (or Colonel Robinson) and First Sergeant Slaughter (not Sergeant Slaughter). Address any guests as “Sir or Ma’am”.
· Eating while attending online class is not PROHIBITED/not allowed.
· Cadets should not use/operate an additional electronic device/cell phone of any kind (to text/chat, record or take photos) while in the virtual classroom unless the Army Instructor provides an exception, for example, to research a place or person.
· Disruptions and inappropriate behavior during class will not be tolerated.  Repeated disrespect will cause the Army Instructor to contact the cadet’s parent/guardian to discuss expectations.  If the behavior is still persistent, a referral is made to the Principal for action.
· TARDINESS is not acceptable during virtual instruction. Every cadet is expected to be logged in/dialed in a timely manner; 10 minutes is permitted between classes for transition.

· Only your previous teacher or a parent may excuse your tardiness to online class via texting or calling the JROTC Instructor. 
2)  Leaders and members of the chain of command
· Will make “on the spot” corrections of assigned cadets (including behavior online, uniforms and safety once we return to the school building) to ensure that all cadets follow Cadet regulations even when they are not physically in the JROTC Department or classroom.
· Conduct the day-to-day business of supervising attendance and tardiness, conduct uniform inspections, keep order and discipline in the classroom once we return to the building.
3)  Wearing of the Uniform 

· Uniform day will be on Wednesday or Thursday of each week or any other designated day.  The uniform is to be worn during the school day; only your individual instructor may grant exceptions.
· The uniform must be pressed, clean and complete with your beret (when applicable) and all accessories required for inspection (e.g., neck tie, nametag, black socks, ribbons, and medals).
· If you are absent on your scheduled uniform day, you are required to make up the uniform day. Penalties for failure to wear the uniform are dependent upon the LET Level 2-4 (number of years in the program) and the number of offenses, including the grade of 50% for the day.
· Students and parents/ guardians will accept responsibility for the uniform clothing items issued.  Moreover, student and parents / guardians voluntarily agree to reimburse the U.S. Government for the value of any clothing items, which may be dirty, lost, or damaged through misconduct or carelessness.  These clothing items are the property of the U.S. Government and should be returned to the JROTC department in a “cleaned and protected” condition as they were issued).  
4)  Curriculum and Academic Requirements
· The performance standards (GPS / QCC STANDARDS FOR THE JROTC PROGRAM OF INSTRUCTION) in this course are based on the performance standards identified in the curriculum for Army JROTC. Successful completion of at least three (3) years of credit in the Army JROTC program will qualify the student for advance placement in a college ROTC program or possibly accelerated promotion in the military services dependent on the current regulations. · Diagnostic, Formative, and Summative assessments for this course include how well student work relates to the following criteria: use of knowledge, drill performance, social & emotional (skills) intelligence, and personal engagement as determined by asking questions, response to Instructor questions and turning in assignments.
ACADEMIC GRADES 
· Cadets will receive numerical grades in up to five (5) areas; Uniform wear, Leadership Lab, class participation, Exams /Quizzes and Homework (when applicable). Cadets will receive a separate letter grade for their conduct/behavior and motivation/attitude towards learning.
· To qualify for an academic grade of 90 – 100 (A) you must consistently: 1) be present in class on all assigned days AND during all major functions, activities/events, and projects. 2) have only five (5) or less absences and five (5) or less instances of tardiness per semester.              3) maintain an [online] Cadet Portfolio which includes developmental assignments towards career development. 4) maintain a positive mental attitude while completing all assigned tasks. 5) take the ASVAB (10th-12th graders)

SCHOLARSHIPS
If you are planning to attend a four-year college and are interested in receiving a tuition scholarship for a four-year program along with some of the best leadership training available, Army ROTC is the right choice (those who are college-ready and have no physical / medical challenges).

All eligible seniors are expected to register online for a ROTC scholarship or other suitable scholarships.  This is a graded requirement for all LET 3 / 4 seniors who are college-ready and career-ready and have no physical / medical challenges, and applications for scholarships to the military academies or other programs will be accomplished in a timely manner.  You will be asked to provide proof of this completed requirement (turn-in a copy of the email for a grade). Any exceptions will only be granted by the Senior Army Instructor (SAI).  Contact your academic advisor or graduation coach or the Senior Army Instructor JROTC for scholarship qualifications. 

Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB)

The ASVAB is the most widely used multiple-aptitude test battery in the world. As an aptitude test, it measures your strengths, weaknesses, and potential for future success in multiple areas.  The ASVAB provides career information for various civilian and military occupations and is an indicator for success in future careers whether you choose to go to college, vocational school or the military.  Taking the ASVAB DOES NOT obligate you to join the military. The exam is required of all LET 3 & 4 cadets as a guide for their post-secondary options.
EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES 
All activities support learning objectives and life skills required after graduation such as Ethical Values, Good Citizenship, Leadership Potential, Effective Communication and Logical Thinking, Improved Physical Fitness, Incentive to live drug-free, Self-Motivation and Self- Management. The following JROTC extracurricular activities are available to any cadet who desires to participate:

NOTE: *Georgia Athletic Association and State of Georgia “No-pass-No play” rules apply in any activity that is or will be a competitive part of the program.
JROTC Cadet Leadership Challenge (JCLC) [aka JROTC Summer Camp]
Each summer (first week of June) selected cadets may attend the JROTC Cadet Leadership Challenge; a competitive event. Your overall standing and their performance on the annual Cadet Challenge physical fitness experience help your selection for the program.  It is a week-long event at Fort Benning, Ga.  You will stay on the campus of Columbus State University and are transported each day to participate in land navigation, marching, obstacle courses, rappelling and serving in leadership positions.  Cadets agree that their participation in JCLC helps build self-confidence, helps them conquer their fears, and makes them better leaders when they return the next school year. Color Guard
The Color Guard consists of a minimum of four members. They carry the National (American) Flag, the State Flag or the School Flag, with two Guards that carry standard military drill rifles.  The Color Guard performs at opening ceremonies at school sporting events, for community organizations and participate in local parades, and they compete in the annual competitive drill meets hosted by JROTC programs in the surrounding Atlanta area.   
   Drill Team
The Drill team is an activity that provides JROTC cadets a competitive program of mental and physical skilled events.  Drill and ceremony enhance morale, develops the spirit of cohesion (esprit de corps), and builds pride in the Eagle battalion.  Most notably, that pride can be seen when performing in traditional, practiced and well executed parades. The objectives accomplished by drill are teamwork, confidence, discipline and alertness, attention to detail, esprit de corps, and pride.  
   Raider Team

The Raider team is an athletic and curriculum activity that provides JROTC cadets a competitive program in five events, for example, Raider Fitness Challenge, One-Rope Bridge, Cross Country Rescue, Team Run 5KM, Tire Flip, and Obstacle Course.
