Virtual Instructional Plan 2021-2022

This Virtual Instructional Learning Plan outlines our process for continuing instruction in a virtual setting.

In this plan we will consider a whole class, individual, and whole school quarantine.

Whole Class Quarantine

An entire class is quarantined
due to COVID-19

Instructional Model

Assignments:
