i. Spring MAP Data-  
Dr. Spencer shared the MAP Data for reading and math.  She emphasized that we have made significant gains in decreasing the number of students at the beginning level and increasing the number of students at the proficient and distinguished levels.  Her expectation is that the growth in MAP will translate to gains in the GA Milestones as well.  She also shared the MAP Fluency Data.
