BOOKBAGS/BACKPACKS [All bags are subject to search by school administration.]

As a rule of thumb, a purse large enough to hold a binder or textbook is considered a bookbag and
is not allowed;
e Chromebooks/laptops may be secured in a protective sleeve;
e Non-clear or mesh backpacks will be collected upon entry;
o Likewise, Athletic Bags will be collected and stored until the end of the day.

*The administration will have final say on the appropriateness of a student’s dress.
