As Betty Porter was bringing an order to our table, she
accidentally tripped over chef cook Willie Gordon’s foot
and dropped her tray on Power’s models Axuel Geer,
Dorothy Allen, Ruth Burney, Mildred Miller and Peggy
Jones’ beautiful creations by Cora Ivory, Thomas Ward,

and Bettye Lee Wilborn. At this we got disgusted and left, -

2:45 P. M. We started for the airport, dreading to tell |

Ellison that we had no lead on his missing diploma, so
far. We picked up an Atlanta Journal edited by Roland
Render, and aside from reading Alyce Jones’ ‘‘Town
Talk,” noticed that Shirley Yarbrough had been named
“Woman of the Year’’ because of her outstanding leader-
ship. Under her name was Pauline Drake, who had been
chosen ‘“‘Mother of the Year.”” We also glanced at the
society page where we read that Ruth Zachary was about
to take on her fifth husband who, incidentally, was a multi-
millionaire.

3:31 P. M. We entered the airport just in time to see the
plane landing. As we watched for Ellison, we saw Betty
Walton and Shirley Bartlett, stewardesses; Carlos Donald
and Clifford Robinson, pilots, shaking hands with the
passengers. Among the passengers leaving the plane were
Congressmen Moses Lee, Charles Martin, Nathaniel Ricks,
and Emory Everett.

10:00 P. M. We entered the fabulous Parham’s Paradise
where Atlanta’s socialites were holding their annual ball.
The hat check girls, Gloria Lockett and Delores Kimble,
checked our coats and then the head waiter, James Virden,
escorted us to a table. We were seated just in time to see
the spot light thrown on Lillian Lockett, who had just
arrived from Paris wearing one of her million dollar mink
coats. The spot light was then cast on the ‘‘emcee’’ Willie
Felton, who introduced Thaddeus Johnson’s Band featuring
James Finley, an outstanding trombone player, and Carrie
Ross, the featured vocalist. They received so much ap-
plause that we looked around at the many people. Among
those sitting at the various tables were the owner and his
wife, Johnny Parham and Ann Cox. Among the married
couples were Janice Minor and Willie Finley, who is head
of the Physical Education Department of Morris Brown
College; Ralph Harrell, the President of Mortis Brown
College, and his wife, Mildred Ware; Alice Jones and her
husband, Oscar Anderson, President of Morehouse College,
and Milton White, President of Clark College, seated at
their tables,

When she returned,
she gave Ellison a piece of paper telling him that it had
fallen out of his coat pocket. Ellison reconized the paper
for what it was, gasped with surprise and shouted, ‘‘My
Diploma!!”’ We, the smartest detectives, learned that
Ellison had on his graduation suit for the first time since
graduation night.

12:00 A. M. We called the chief and revealed the facts.
The case was dismissed as another job well done.
