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CLASS HISTORY

In September of 1950, more than 1,000 boys
and girls entered Booker T. Washington High
School as eighth grade pupils. It was a strange
place to us; it secemed so large, with its long
halls and winding stairs. Despite all the assist-
ance given to us by our teachers, we often found
ourselves looking for room numbers, moving the
wrong direction on the halls, or using the wrong
stairways. But finally we began to acquaint our-
selves with our new surroundings and the idea
of being in high school. For the first few months
it was a novelty to be in high school, but as the
newness faded, we realized that after all, school
is school. Although the work proved a trifle
harder, we were not dismaved, for we wanted

knowledge.

During our first yvear, a club was organized
among the parents and teachers. It was called
“Club ’55.” Once each month this club spon-
sored a night of recreation for the students who
were to graduate in the class of ’55, and through
this medium, we came to know our teachers and
classmates better.

In the vear of ’51, a new high school was
built in the Dixie Hills section and a large
number of the members of our class left us.
Most of us regretted to see our classmates and
some of our teachers whom we had come to know
and love leave Washington High School. Yet,
we did not let this stop us. We were eager to
learn and were striving toward a higher goal.

Along with our academic work, many of our
classmates took part in extra-curricular activi-
ties by becoming members of the band, the track
team, the basketball team, the Boys Chorus, the
Glee Club, the football team and other organi-
zations. Some of our classmates were outstand-
ing in the activities of these groups.

During our years at Washington High, we
had the pleasure of seeing a new cafeteria con-
structed and it has been a real jov to use it.

But best of all, in our senior year we were
favored with being the first graduating class to

christen the new gymnasium.

Another honor that came to us was the elec-
tion for the first time of a voung lady as presi-
dent of the student body. ‘This title was won
by Roslyn Pope, a member of our class. As a
group, we are not devoid of talent, for Myrna
Smith, Floyd Hutchinson, Corrine Long, Bev-
erly Willis, Roslyn Pope, and Patricia Maddox
have distinguished themselves as promising ar-

tists.

To us, the election of senior class officers last
fall was an important event, for we wanted stu-
dents with the best ability to steer the activities
of our class in this final yvear. Although it was
lots of fun to watch the candidates campaigning
and to hear their well-prepared speeches, we
gave serious consideration to each one’s platform.
Finally, election day came, with Jerome Gresham
and Johnny Crowder as the victors for the of-
fices of president and vice president, respectively.

Now, we are at the end of one phase of our
education and of our lives. We have spent five
yvears at an institution of learning that has striven
to give us a foundation upon which we may
build. We are now about to face the world, no
longer as girls and boys, but as young men and
women. It is a strange world that we have to
go into, but in the distance there is a horizon
that “'we must endeavor to reach. This horizon
is challenging us to travel toward its brilliance
without losing our perspective. The challenge
is ours and we must meet it as citizens of the
world. Our Alma Mater has prepared us for
the task that lies before us. We go forth now
to meet the challenge with fortitude and deter-
mination.
