The PYP
framework is transdisciplinary, meaning learners
explore big ideas across content areas.

The six transdisciplinary themes that guide
units of inquiry and compose a year of study
are:

* How we express ourselves

* How the world works

* How we organize ourselves

* Sharing the planet.

Units of inquiry interweave subject areas such
as mathematics, language arts, science and
social studies. This approach encourages
students to make their own connections
between what they learn in core subject areas
and how it relates to the world around them.
