Order My Meals and Federal Eligibility Application Schools

Remember, you’ve got to order your meals this school year! Starting August 24, all APS families
must pre-order meals for each week through the MySchoolBucks online pre-order system. Those
orders must be placed no later than one week before distribution. For example, you must order
your meals by midnight on Monday, August 17 for bus delivery or curbside pickup at one of our
school sites on Monday, August 24, the first day of school, between 3 p.m. and 6 p.m.

Also, these 21 APS schools will participate in the Federal Eligibility Application (FEA) program
this school year, which offers free and reduced meals to qualifying students. All students at FEA
schools must apply to qualify for free or reduced meals by completing the online FEA form.
