• Both curriculum resources contain digital components that 
allow our teachers to continue to plan rigorous and responsive
instruction for students while following the balanced literacy 
framework.

• Throughout the literacy block, students engage in learning 
with his/her peers in a variety of instructional contexts.  Each 
context allows students to think, talk, read, and write about 
authentic texts.
