o Describe how teachers will help students grow academically using
high quality instruction.

It is grounded in
the notion that schools can thrive when families and teachers work togeth-
er, as genuine partners, to maximize student learning inside and outside
the school. Its research-based infrastructure is rooted in aligning curricu-
lum, instruction, and assessment as it builds the capacity of educators,
families, and the community to advance student achievement by linking
home and school learning. APTT is focused on building the foundational
skills of students in order to reach specific academic goals each school
year. We believe the implementation of this model will build the capacity of
all stakeholders in a way that will clearly link student achievement to pa-
rental involvement. Beecher Hills was the first of a growing number of APS
schools that are implementing this model to improve family engagement
and student academic achievement.
