· All assignments must be done in a hardbound sketchbook and be in consecutive order. Do not skip pages.
· Use a variety of media. Avoid Charcoal and pastels as they tend to smear and smudge even when sprayed with fixative.


1. Draw one object, person or place per day of summer break from direct observation. 
· Object needs to fill the page or be drawn in the environment it is being observed from.
· This will be a total of 72 drawings.
· Try to draw things that relate to your theme.
· Drawings should progressively incrase in technical skill and complexity of composition.

2. Rewrite your artist statement. This should be a maximum of 500 words.
· Describe your theme, how it has, or is evolving.
· Make sure to clarify what artists influenced your work and what media you are using and why.
· Refer to specific works you have already created.


3. Attend 3 art events. Be sure to write the required documentation:
· Description, Analysis, Interpretation, Evaluation/Judgment
· A total of 4 paragraphs.
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4. Draw one object, person or place per day of summer break from direct observation.

· Try to draw things that relate to your theme.
