Did you know that both students, families and SPARK staff often say that the 3rd quarter of the 
school year is the most challenging?  The excitement of the long semester break is behind us and 
has been replaced with dreary winter weather.  Students have returned from their semester break 
and have a number of weeks ahead of them before their next long break.  Families are handling the 
ups and downs of cold and flu season all while trying to get back into a school routine.  Teachers 
and staff are working diligently to make sure that students have all the supports they need to 
demonstrate mastery on end of the year assessments that are quickly approaching.

The Office of Safety 
and Security, that provides staffing for our crossing guards and traffic officer, can be reached at 
404-802-2000.  

As always, Sara Pruett and I are here to support you with any questions or concerns you may have.  
We do ask that if it is a question for your child’s teacher, that you ask them before bringing it to us.  
We’ve found that this helps develop a stronger partnership to support your child.
